The following Sarnia Squadron
Members have recently completed
the theory and practical testing and
have successfully been certified by
Transport Canada as a

“Boating Safety Specialist”.

A Boating Safety Specialist is
registered with Transport Canada to
inspect and to issue Pleasure Craft
Courtesy Checks.

Pleasure Craft Courtesy Checks
are offered FREE of charge by
members of Canadian Power & Sail

Squadrons in association with
Transport Canada. At your
invitation, a Boating Safety
Specialist will visit your boat and
review with you the safety
equipment required by law.

Your safety equipment will be
checked and any deficiencies
identified. If you meet or exceed the
legal minimum requirements, a decal
will be issued to your vessel stating
the year it was inspected.

If you require some corrective action,
the specialist will be happy to come
back and re-check the boat at a later
time. There are no penalties for
missing or improper equipment and
no limit to the number of checks you
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can request.
The Boating
Safety Specialist
is also happy to
provide advice
on boating
safety issues
and skills for
you. Many
boaters arrange
for an annual
courtesy check
at the start of
every season.

If you look as the Squadron Bell you
will see that John Blunt was our first
Squadron Commander in 1948. That
means that Sarnia Squadron is 60
years old in 2008.

Background:

In 1913 the Boston Yacht Club
assembled together 70 clubs to form
one organization to set standards for
boating. A group of new boats were
making there presence seen, the
power boat. They ratified in early
1914 and were officially called "United
States Power Squadrons.”

Canadian Power Squadrons began
in 1938 when three members of the
Windsor Yacht Club, having heard
about USPS, crossed the Ambassador
Bridge into Detroit. They were Fred
Dane, George Rule and G. William
Bowman. Later along with other
members they formed the first
Canadian Squadron in Windsor.

In 1948, members of the Sarnia
Yacht Club formed the
second squadron in Canada with
John Blunt as the first Squadron
Commander. London followed
shortly after. On October 14, 1941
the three groups met in Chatham
and formed the Canadian Power

Squadron.
CPS has grown with its present
headquarters in Toronto and the

name has been changed to include all
forms of boats as Canadian Power
and Sail Squadrons.

The Sarnia Power and Sail Squadron
pennant features the Red Cross of
St. George on a white background
with, in the quadrant royal, a white
bordered red maple leaf
superimposed on five blue and four
white alternate vertical stripes of
equal width.

The Cross of St. George is from the

flag of Guernsey, in the English
Channel. Sir John Colborne, Lt.
Governor of Upper Canada
1828-36 named the Port of Sarnia
in 1836 after the Roman name for
Guernsey where he had previously
been Lt. Governor. The flag of the
Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons
is proudly displayed in the quadrant
royal to signify that the Sarnia
Squadron was one of the three
founding squadrons of the Canadian
Power and Sail Squadrons.

In 2002, a gold bar was added to the
pennant at the hoist to recognize the
fifty plus years Sarnia Power &
Sarnia Squadron has functioned as
part of Canadian Power and Sail
Squadrons.
